Thorverton C of E Primary School
Curriculum Plan for Parents, Spring Term (2) 2017

Class 1
English
Our English work will include stories in familiar and unfamiliar settings and poems. We will base a lot of our writing on our 'Tree Goblins' topic. We will share common stories and discuss their themes. We shall continue our weekly spellings sessions, looking at the use of different punctuation marks, spelling patterns, topic words and class issues in spelling whenever they arise.
How to help: Please help your child learn their spellings (Yrs 1 and 2) or sounds (Reception). Check the homework they have done and guide them where necessary. Encourage them to read daily, but at least five times a week and please sign their reading diary when they have read to you.
Numeracy
Our numeracy lessons will be covering aspects such as: money, estimation, time, statistics, mental calculations and written methods. We will be working on addition and subtracting in the contexts of weight, length and money.
How to help:  Try to include your child by using maths in a practical way at home or when out shopping. Please also assist with any practical maths tasks that your child has for homewrork.
Topic
Our topic this term is 'Tree Goblins'. This topic will have links to all areas of our curriculum including History, Geography, ICT, Art and English. We will be thinking about trees and woodland environments and using our imagination to consider alternative goblin habitats/worlds. There will be a link to castles and the legends of King Arthur. We will also be looking at our local environment and thinking about how Thorverton has changed over the years. As with all our topics, children will be encouraged to develop their art skills and appreciation of different art forms, including print techniques. 
How to Help. Discuss aspects of the topic with your child. Watch any relevant programmes on television or look at information in books or the internet.
Science
We shall be studying science with a focus on food, diet, keeping fit and hygiene. We will also be looking at malleable materials and finding out how some materials can change shape by squashing, bending, twisting or stretching.
How to Help: Please talk about the importance of health and hygiene - encourage your child to consider what makes a healthy diet and how important it is to clean their teeth. You could also think about what items in your house can change shape if you squash, bend, twist or stretch them. 

Religious Education We will be focusing on Judaism and looking at teachers and leaders within this faith, such as Abraham and Moses, and moving on to Jesus as a leader, in the run up to Easter.
Physical Education  
We will be continuing our visits to Lord’s Meadow Leisure Centre on Friday mornings, where we will develop our skills in gymnastics, swimming and multi-skills. We will also have plenty of other opportunities for dance and sport during the week. 
How to Help: Please ensure your child has their full P.E kit in school every day, clearly labelled - including a swimming costume and towel on Fridays. 
ICT
This term we shall be using laptops and ipads to research our 'Tree Goblins' topic. The children will also be learning how to create simple graphs and charts to record data.
How to help: Where possible, allow your child to use a computer or tablet to complete homework or play educational games so that they are familiar with many of the skills required.
